Pace
has moved from incurring substantial losses to solid profitability and is now the second largest environmental testing
company in the United States with 16 laboratories. The company attributes its growth primarily to the development of
innovative and uniformly applied infrastructure, especially in information technology (IT). Pace claims to be one of the
only large networks of laboratories that has consistently installed and operated the same integrated laboratory
management systems (LIMS), on-line data delivery (PacePort), financial reporting and data management, internet-
based learning management (Pace Yourself), and quality management. If samples are split among numerous Pace
labs, customers still receive a single report delivered electronically via PacePort. Consistency of systems and ease of
use has allowed Pace to grow organically in a flat market and also to grow through acquisition and diversification into
the life sciences sector and into providing laboratory operations for customers.
